I am requesting funding for the UTPB Geologic Core Research Repository project in Fiscal Year 

2027. The entity to receive funding for this project is The University of Texas Permian Basin, 

located at 4901 E. University Blvd., Odessa, Texas 79762.

The funding would be used for the construction of a geologic 

core repository and associated laboratory space to store, analyze, and provide access to geologic 

samples from the Permian Basin.

The project has a federal nexus because the funding provided is for purposes authorized under 42 

U.S.C. § 5305(a)(2), which permits the use of Community Development Block Grant funds for 

the construction of public facilities and improvements that support economic development, 

workforce training, and community benefit.
